Tim Klar is a Rotarian of over 20 years experience and has been involved with
Shelterbox since 2004.Most Rotarians would be aware of Shelterbox; a
Rotary sponsored organisation which provides emergency shelter, warmth
and dignity to those affected by natural disasters.

Sheterbox’s Disaster Response Teams are on the
ground within 48 hours of a disaster assessing
needs and erecting the tents. In 2009-10 10
major disaters displaced over 11 million people.
Shelterboxes cost $1,000 and our club has
contributed 2 this year as well as one in
conjunction with the University Campus.

Sheterbox has grown from an organisation
providing 113 boxes in 2000 to providing 32,385
in 2010-11.
